Blessing Bags 
are gallon size zip bags filled with small items that provide immediate help to those 
who are homeless.   

HOW CAN YOU HELP? 
You can make blessing bags and bring them to Crossover anytime between now 
and April 15th, donate items to fill bags, and/or join us Friday, April 11th at 10am to 
fill the bags. 

Types of items needed (individual sized please): 
Chapstick, tissue, toothbrush, toothpaste, comb, soap, trail 
mix, granola bars, crackers, pack of gum, bandages, 
mouthwash, hand wipes, pair of socks, gift card for warm 
meal (McDonalds, Halo Burger, etc.), note of 
encouragement.  

Blessing Bags will be given out to those attending the Saint Paul’s Tuesday Lunch 
on April 15th.  Any extra Blessing Bags will be divided evenly between the YWCA-
SAFE House (housing homeless Women and Children) and My Brother’s Keeper 
(housing homeless Men).
